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The story of Esther shows how God chose a little orphaned, 
Jewish peasant girl and made her Queen of Persia, the most 
powerful empire in the world. Her Hebrew name, “Hadassah” 
means “myrtle”. The flowers of the myrtle tree emit a perfume 
more exquisite than that of the rose. Her name can also be 
understood to mean “hidden” as in the “hidden” hand of God.

Esther was beautiful, but rose to her position from humble 
beginnings. She was taken to be part of the king’s harem. There 
her name was changed to Esther, meaning, “star”. She went 
through one year of purification rituals just to spend one night 
with the king.

Esther did not reveal her Jewish nationality or family 
background, fearing prejudice of her race. She demonstrated her 
devotion to her countrymen when she put her life on the line to 
save them, saying, “If I perish, I perish” as she went before the 
king on their behalf. In a bold request, Queen Esther asked King 
Ahasuerus, “Please do not let destruction and slaughter of my 
people, the Jews, be allowed.” The King honored her request.  
The people were spared. The Jews celebrate “Purim” today in 
honor of what Esther did.  Purim is celebrated on the 14th day 
of Adar, which is usually in March.

Esther’s relationship with the king is similar to the one we 
can have with our King, the Lord, Jesus Christ. Esther’s life 
proves we can trust God, who took a peasant girl and made her 
a queen whose life had great purpose.

This ring is a conversation piece of hope, prosperity and the 
favor of God. The columns and beaded crown represent Esther’s 
status as a Queen with boldness and power to become all God 
has in store. The blue color of the London Topaz represents her 
royal status. The smooth shape speaks of ancient times. Share 
your own story with others of how God made you a “somebody” 
out of a “nobody”.
